What is Digital Cookie?

Digital Cookie is a program developed by GSUSA in conjunction
with Little Brownie Bakers which allows girls to accept payment
via a debit/credit card for cookies.

Customers can pay for cookies online and have the option for the
cookies to be shipped directly to them (shipping charges apply),
delivered by the Girl Scout, or donated with no additional shipping
fees. Use the app while selling door-to-door and at booths for a
quick and easy process right on your phone!

2. Use your new password to login. Use the same
email address where you received the registration
invitation.

3. Guardians will be prompted to watch and review
the “Safe Selling for Smart Cookies” safety video
with theirGirl Scout(s). You will not proceed any
further until the video is viewed in its entirety.
