Today, let’s make Juliette Low’s hat.
Supplies:
Green Foam or paper
Marker
Pink Ribbon
Flower (bead or paper)
Safety Pin
Ribbon
Step 1 – Cut out a hat shape from green foam.  You can trace the shape with pencil first.
Step 2 – Add on the black outline along the brim of the hat.
Step 3 – Add on the pink ribbon in a loop and secure with the daisy in the middle.
Step 4- Attach safety pin and display or trade with a sister Girl Scout.
In this craft, Juliette’s Hat has a pink ribbon for breast cancer awareness.  Did you know Juliette Low died from breast cancer?  Her hat also has a daisy on it.  Daisy was Juliette’s nickname, given to her by her father when she was just a baby.  Because of her nickname, we call our youngest Girl Scouts Daisies.
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
